The meeting was called to order at 7pm.  The meeting started off with a prayer and a Bible study of Exodus 40: 34-38.  The Bible study concluded at 7:10pm and a motion wa

 by Craig Meyer and Karen Smith seconded the motion, all ap
proved.   Greg Cowell gave the T
reasurer’s report.  Our expenses for the year were $227,000.00 with an income of $212,000.00.  The Capital Campaign took in $39,000.00 and spent about $800.00 more than what had been received.  Ga
il Geisler moved to accept the T
reasurer’s report and Jennifer Kereny seconded it. 
 
The Parochial Report to the Diocese was moved to be accepted as presented by Craig Meyer and then seconded by Julie Gooden.  The motion passed unanimously.  Craig Meyer moved that Fr. Lee’s compensation be changed to reflect his annual housing allowance to be $19,000.00 and his stipend to be $37,844.72.  This motion was seconded by Gail Geisler.  
The motion was approved unanimously.  
Fr. Lee’s compensation will remain at the
 same amount as it was in 2011.   T
he chan
ge was purely for tax purposes and moved an equal amount from his stipend to his housing allowance.
 
Nancy Kinzie
 presented the 2012 budget.  The budget will show a $40,000.00 shortfall due in part to a cut of $20.000.00 from the diocese and $20,000.00 short fall in overall revenues.  
The vestry decided to review the budget monthly in order to keep a close track on expenses and income.  Fr. Lee was asked to approach the diocese about additional revenue.

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The Heart of Discipleship -- Hospitality through Love
All of us at St. Michael's have been asked to transform ourselves, by the grace of God, into 
disciples
 of Christ.  Not surprisingly, we approach this mission with varying degrees of effort.  One way to move forward in becoming a disciple is to learn more about this concept of 
servant hood
.  The genesis of Christian discipleship came from Jesus of Nazareth at the Last Supper.  The account is found in the Gospel of John 13: 31-35.  The account ends with Jesus 
saying “
If you have love for one another, then everyone will know you are my disciples". 
There are many ways that we can show love for one another.  Acts of hospitality are one of the most common, and challenging.  A former Prioress of a nearby Benedictine monastery has written about the need for hospitality, and its challenge.  Her name is Sister Carol Falkner of Our Lady of Grace Monastery in Beech Grove.  Her essay is reprinted with her permission and with that of the editor of 
Branching
 
Out
 magazine.  Their willingness to share is appreciated. 
HOSPITALITY
“All guests who present themselves are to be welcomed as Christ, for 
he
 himself will say: I was a stranger and you welcomed me.”  These words, which are found in Chapter 53 in the Rule of Benedict, speak about hospitality.  What do we mean by hospitality?  Benedict understood hospitality as making room for another person.  The guest is anyone you welcome into your life. For Benedict it was important that each person be “properly honored.”
In our world, one often experiences people being spoken to harshly or treated with little dignity.  This is a sad moment as each person, created in God’s image and likeness, deserves to be treated with respect.  Such moments cause us to examine our own attitudes and actions. How do we treat others?  Benedict would say that we are to treat each person with “every courtesy of love.”  Jesus said that we are to love our neighbor as ourselves. To do this we must forget ourselves and reach out to the other with respect and love.  We are to be attentive to all guests regardless of their station in life.
Often the need for hospitality comes at an inconvenient time.  We find ourselves busy about many things, than comes along another in need.  At such times we are asked to listen to this person and “extend every kindness.” As we minister to the Christ in the other that person experiences the Christ in us.
Humility is needed when extending hospitality.  We are to accept guests as they are, not as we would like them to be.  This response takes great patience.  Prayer, Benedict would say, is the key to a gracious heart.  We need to pray for humility and we need to invite our guest into our prayer so we will be “united in peace.”
In this age, hospitality needs to extend even beyond guests to the earth on which we live.  Our earth needs gentle tending.  We are interdependent.  We depend on the fruits of the land for our well-being.  The earth needs us to treat it with respect, care and gratitude so as to preserve its well-being.  All are gifts from God.
We are called to make a space of hospitality around us keeping ourselves open to each person God brings into our lives.  Guided by the desire to extend hospitality we will be open to receive all guests as Christ.  This is what we, as Benedictines, strive to do daily.  Please join us!

The English Reformation and the Book of Common Prayer
The reformation influences included having the Bible published in the language of the people, common access to the Bible, participation in the liturgy by the common people, and the elements of communion received by the people.  Examples of this influence in the English reformation were Archbishop of Canterbury Thomas Cranmer and later Richard Hooker.  As Archbishop, Cranmer oversaw the official translation of the Bible into English starting in 1538 and was the primary author of the BCP in 1549 and 1552.  His purposes for the BCP included giving all parts of England a common book of worship and prayer which all people could use for corporate and individual worship and prayer.  “The goal of the English reformers was to establish a church whose spiritual life was grounded in public reading and exposition of the Bible, together with public celebration of the sacraments of baptism and Eucharist, conducted by 
episcopally
 ordained clergy, in which the historic creeds were recited and affirmed.” 
 2
An emphasis was placed upon a public and common approach to Christianity.  This led to the abolishing of English monasteries and forms of Catholic mystical private devotion, e.g.  
praying
 the rosary and invoking the aid of saints in times of trouble.  An example of the thinking of this approach is expressed in W. H. Auden’s writings about attitudes toward mystics.  The following quote by C.D. Broad is given by Auden as an example of this attitude:  “A healthy appetite for righteousness, kept in due control by good manners, is an excellent thing; but to ‘hunger and thirst’ after it is often merely a symptom of spiritual diabetes.” 
3
 
The emphasis upon corporate spirituality is central to Anglican spirituality.   Indeed, the distinctive character of Anglican spirituality lies in the fact that it locates public and corporate prayer and praise as 
prior to
 and informing of private or individual prayer and praise, rather than the other way around.” 
4
 Spirituality is often thought of as the individual’s inner spiritual disciplines to unite with God.  Yet in Anglican spirituality such attempts are viewed within the context of enriching the spirituality of the corporate life.  Cranmer’s 
Book of Common Prayer
 established the uniqueness of Anglican Spirituality in the early decades of the English reformation.     The genius of Cranmer’s liturgical writings in the English language endures in the religious lives of Anglicans to this day.  One of the reasons that it has endured was the defense of The Church of England and it’s BCP against popular Calvinistic / Puritan thinking written by Richard Hooker a few decades later.
